Sperlak is well known for his
moody night scenes, huge skies and tall clouds, but is also respected for his dedication to painting “alla prima”
whether in the studio or from life. His work has appeared in the Pastel Journal several times and is featured in a
newly published book, “The View From My Easel”.  Strong use of color, texture and calligraphy are hallmarks
of his work.

    This workshop will focus on the landscape both in the studio and out doors (weather permitting).  There will
be many discussions and demonstrations on the very unusual ways he works with the medium. Stan will work
closely with each attendee giving constant advice and critiques. Students of all levels are encouraged to join as
Sperlak’s teaching methods can challenge an established artist and inspire the beginner. This will be a fun and
invigorating workshop, sure to change the way you use pastels. The group will try to have an evening get
together each night (see pics next page).

Basic Supply List: (Ludwig will have all his sets on sale and has Wallis paper)



As many soft pastels as you feel comfortable traveling with. Color range is more important than size of sticks.
Having them broken on the plane is not worth bringing so many. Try to devise a way to keep your pastels in one
container so your access/set/up and travel is easier.

A small assortment of nu-pastels (hard pastels for brief sketching)

An assortment of papers mostly in 8x10/ 9x12 sizes fabriano, wallis, la carte etc, a few larger is OK

Drawing pad or paper for notes and sketches

Charcoal sticks/pencils and kneaded eraser

A back board to clip your work to with white masking tape/clips/pins

A couple extra pieces of fom-cor to place finished works in between slightly larger than your paper

A small lightweight easel is best for airline travelers (some easels will be available at the studio)

A standard field easel is great for those driving and maybe a small folding table or chair.

A knapsack or canvas bag to hold miscellaneous supplies:

Wipes, Fixatives, brushes, camera, notepad, meds, water, lunch, sunscreen, hat etc

Simple photographs of subject matter you are at ease with (not Tuscan village scenes!)

Optional supplies:

Pre made boards/grounds, specialty papers, isopropyl alcohol, acrylics for under-painting raw sienna is nice,
as are blues, greys and reds.
